AL: Like I said, you can’t fake flavor, so you’re gonna find out when you take 
that first bite if it’s the real deal. You really have to know where your food is 
coming from and trust who’s growing it. The Pearson Farm and Tree-Ripe Fruit 
Co. logos are a promise. That’s the beauty of it. No tricks, just fruit that’s grown 
the way it’s supposed to be grown. The same way our family has been growing 
peaches since 1885.

Tiernan: So how can customers know if they are getting a piece of fruit 
that’s truly tree ripened?

AL: It’s not a yes or no, but a matter of how long. At Pearson Farm, the fruit 
tells us when it’s ready to be picked, not a date on a calendar. That’s why every 
year the season starts at a different time. And when the trees stop producing 
at their best, we stop too. Most grocery store fruit is picked before it’s fully 
tree ripened so it can survive the long journey through warehouses and cold 
storage. They hope it’ll soften and taste “good enough” by the time you buy it.

Tiernan: But, isn’t all fruit technically “tree-ripened” then?

AL: I always tell people you can’t fake flavor. And you certainly can’t rush flavor. 
Letting fruit ripen on the tree is not the easy way, but it’s the right way.  
Tree-ripening means we let the peach stay on the tree longer—closer to when 
it’s truly ready. That last stretch of time on the tree is where all the magic 
happens. It’s when the sugars develop and the flavors become more complex. 
That’s why we’ve done it this way for five generations.

Tiernan: AL, you know Georgia peaches better than anyone  
I’ve met. Can you explain to our customers ‘tree-ripening’  
and your philosophy about growing peaches at Pearson Farm?
